Oil in Mannar basin: phase one done, Cairn keen to go for stage two 

            Cairn Lanka Ltd., said it has notified the Government of its keenness to 
enter the second phase of discovery of hydrocarbon, following the successful 
completion of initial drilling. ―Cairn Lanka‘s successful drilling programme, the 
first in Sri Lanka in 30 years, has established a working petroleum system in the 
frontier Mannar Basin. Following this success, Cairn Lanka has notified the Gov-
ernment of Sri Lanka of its intention to enter the second phase of exploration,‖ 
the company said in a statement.  
 
            Cairn Lanka Ltd., a wholly-owned subsidiary of Cairn India Ltd., said the 
first phase of the exploration campaign in Sri Lanka Block SL-2007-01-001 in-
volved the acquisition, processing and interpretation of 1,753 sq km of 3D seis-
mic data and a three well deep water drilling programme. The seismic pro-
gramme exceeded the phase I commitment by 20% and the drilling programme 
exceeded the drilling depth commitment by 50%. This programme resulted in 
two successive gas and condensate discoveries: the CLPL-Dorado-91H/1z well 
and the CLPL-Barracuda-1G/1 well. The third well, CLPL-Dorado North 1-82K/1, 
was plugged and abandoned as a dry hole on 14 December 2011. The opera-
tions were conducted safely, in accordance with the highest global standards, 
within schedule, budget and in compliance with Sri Lankan regulations. 
 
            ―The support of the Government of Sri Lanka and an effective partner-
ship with the relevant authorities in Sri Lanka were instrumental in ensuring the 
successful completion of the first phase exploration programme,‖ Cairn added. 
The company has a world-class resource base, with interest in nine blocks in 
India and one in Sri Lanka. Cairn India‘s resource base is located in three strate-
gically focused areas, namely one block in Rajasthan, three on the west coast of 
India and six on the east coast of India, including one in Sri Lanka. 
 
             The blocks are located in the Barmer Basin, Krishna-Godavari Basin, 
the Palar-Pennar Basin, the Kerala-Konkan Basin, the Cambay Basin, the Mum-
bai Offshore Basin and the frontier Mannar Basin. 
 
            Cairn Lanka holds a 100% participating interest in the Mannar block in 
Sri Lanka.

The High Commissioner of India, H.E. Ashok K. Kantha also received the 
business delegation. They also had meetings with Mr. Janaka Ratnayake, Chairman, Export Development 
Board and Mr. S. M. Gotabbya Jayarathne, Secretary, Ministry of Construction, Engineering Services, Hous-
ing & Common Amenities. Ceylon Chamber of Commerce organized a business to business meeting for the 
delegation. 
 
              Mr. S. Gopalakrishnan, Vice President of CII & Executive Co-Chairman, Infosys Ltd. during the 
meeting with H.E. Mahinda Rajapaksa reiterated that Sri Lanka is a priority country for Indian Industry. Mr. 
Gopalakrishnan said that CII would partner with relevant institutions in Sri Lanka in capacity building and 
training of human resources at various Centre of Excellence run by CII.  Mr. Gopalakrishnan offered to train 
200 Sri Lankan students at Infosys training facilities at Mysore, and modalities for this would be worked out 
with the Government of Sri Lanka.

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               During the meeting with Hon. Basil Rajapaksa, Minister of Eco-
nomic Development, the Indian delegation assured that CII would work 
closely with Sri Lankan side to develop various investment proposals and 
disseminate the opportunities available in Sri Lanka among the members 
of Confederation of Indian Industry.  

               Mr. Gopalakrishnan said that Indian companies will leverage the 
policy support provided by the Government of Sri Lanka to set up priority 
industries like pharmaceuticals, IT and tourism and hospitality. CII also 
agreed to share their experience and expertise to promote rural entrepre-
neurship through home based micro enterprises and "rural BPO".   

               Hon. Basil Rajapaksa said that his government is keen to de-
velop three and four star hotels and invited Indian companies to invest in 
this sector. He also invited Indian companies to invest in vegetarian res-
taurants in the country. CII also offered to identify partners for capacity building and training of staff for hospi-
tality inustry. Discussion also focused on cooperation in the education sector. CII agreed to send an educa-
tion delegation to Sri Lanka next year for further discussion  

             During the meeting with Indian delega-
tion Hon. Rishad Bathiudeen, Minister of Indus-
try & Commerce confirmed his participation at the 
"Partnership Summit" to be held in Hyderabad 
from 11-13 January, 2012.  An invitation to par-
ticipate in this event was extended by Hon. An-
and Sharma, Ministry of Commerce, Industry & 
Textile. 

            CII also confirmed sending a business 
delegation for Sri Lanka Expo 2012. CII is part-
nering High Commission of Sri Lanka in New 
Delhi to promote Sri Lanka Expo 2012. 

              During the visit of H.E. the President of Sri Lanka to India in June 2010, the two countries agreed for 
closer economic integration, building on the progress achieved through the FTA and the need for intensive 
consultations towards developing a comprehensive framework for sustainable economic partnership between 
the two countries. CII business delegation requested the Sri Lankan Government for early conclusion of a 
comprehensive economic partnership agreement between India and Sri Lanka. Sri Lankan side assured the 
Indian delegation that they are taking necessary steps for early conclusion of an agreement for closer eco-
nomic cooperation. 

             India is the largest trade partner of Sri Lanka. Trade between the two neighbors has surged six times 
since 2000 when bilateral Free Trade Agreement came into force. The bilateral trade turnover has 
crossed US$ 4.1 billion between January-October 2011 and is likely to touch US $5 billion mark by the year 
end. In 2000, the bilateral trade turnover amounted to US$ 658 million. India is among the top four investors 
in Sri Lanka and was the largest FDI source in 2010 with investments worth US$ 110 million. The cumulative 
Indian investment of India into Sri Lanka since 2003 has crossed 650 million USD.  Several Indian companies 
have planned investments in the Island in the coming years. Likewise, investments by Sri Lankan companies 
in India too are surging as Sri Lankan businesses take advantage of India's dynamic economy.  

              CII is a non-government, industry led and industry managed body representing over 8100 organiza-
tions (direct membership) from the private and public sectors, SMEs and MNCs, and an indirect membership 
of over 90,000 companies from around 400 national and regional sectoral associations. CII was founded 116 
years ago. It works closely with Ceylon Chamber of Commerce to foster business and economic linkages be-
tween the two countries.

             Export Development Board (EDB) Chairman and CEO Janaka Ratnayake stated the importance of 
further enhancing the bilateral relationship between the two countries. He pointed out that there was a huge 

trade deficit between Sri Lanka‘s exports to India and im-
ports from India and this cooperation would be an ideal 
platform to make attempt to reduce this trade deficit. 

            India which stood as the 22nd buyer of Sri Lanka 
in 1990 has emerged as the third largest buyer in 2010 
accounting for 6% of total exports from Sri Lanka to the 
world. The main contributing factor for the significant in-
crease in the total trade turnover could be attributed to 
the recent past is the implementation of the Indo-Sri 
Lanka Free Trade Agreement.  

 

             Ratnayake also drew attention to the forthcoming 
mega trade event in Sri Lanka, Expo 2012, and the signifi-
cance of this event for both countries. The Vice President 
of the CII confirmed that a delegation from the CII would 
visit Sri Lanka in March for the Sri Lanka Expo 2012. 

 

 

India's leading corporate to exhibit at Expo 2012  

           Indian industries and businesses representing a wide range of sectors have con-
firmed their participation in the ‗Sri Lanka Expo 2012‘ exhibition which will be held in 
March, 2012. 

           "Bilateral trade between both countries have always played a significant role in 
India – Sri Lanka historic relations," Bathiudeen told the delegation. "A milestone in Sri 
Lanka‘s exports history is the ‗Sri Lanka Expo 2012‘ to be held in March 2012 in Co-
lombo. This mega exhibition will be showcased in Sri Lanka after 15 years‘ lapse. I invite 
high level participation from India and more specifically from the Confederation of Indian 
Industry for this mega event," Hon. Minister of Industry & Commerce said. 

            According to the Department of Commerce of Sri Lanka, bilateral trade between 
the two countries has been increasing over the years, from US$ 656 million in 2000 to 
US$ 3,013 million (3 billion) in 2010 recording an impressive five-fold growth. India, 
which ranked as the 16th largest buyer of Sri Lanka in the year 2000, emerged as the 
3rd largest buyer of Sri Lankan products in 2003 and continues to be so.

               As a part of its development partnership with Sri Lanka and in response to requirements projected 

by the Government of Sri Lanka, the Government of India is undertaking a project to rehabilitate the Atch-

chuvely Industrial Zone (AIZ) in Jaffna district. An agreement in this connection was entered into by the 

High Commission of India with its project implementation partner, the United Nations Office for Project Ser-

vices (UNOPS) today in the presence of Hon‘ble Basil Rajapaksa, Minister of Economic Development, 

Hon‘ble Douglas Devananda, Minister of Traditional Industries and Small Enterprise Development and H.E. 

Ashok K. Kantha, High Commissioner of India. The Project will be implemented under full grant assistance 

of the Government of India with an estimated outlay of SLR 192 million (approx. US$ 1.7 million). 

               Speaking on the occasion, Hon‘ble Basil Rajapaksa thanked the Government of India for under-

taking this project as well as for all the assistance provided for reconstruction and development of Northern 

Province through various others projects. He added that the AIZ when completed will create employment 

opportunities for people in Northern Province and encourage investors, both local as well as from the dias-

pora. High Commissioner Kantha informed the Minister that the project will be completed in a period of 14 

months and it will provide a platform for industrial development of the region, for regeneration of livelihoods 

and for restoration of normalcy in Northern Province. 

               The objective of the Project is to assist potential inves-

tors to commence business ventures by providing for required 

infrastructure and utilities at the AIZ. The Project will undertake to 

construct access roads, internal roads, water supply system with 

treatment plant, power supply, sewerage and waste disposal sys-

tem, etc., as a part of the requisite infrastructure at the Zone.  

               The Project will be implemented in cooperation with the 
Ministry of Traditional Industries and Small Enterprise Develop-
ment of the Government of Sri Lanka. Necessary technical exper-
tise and project management services will be provided by the UN-
OPS. The Government of Sri Lanka through its agencies is al-
ready carrying out preliminary site preparation work at the AIZ.

              The Union Cabinet of the Government of India (1st December 2011) accorded approval for the re-

construction and repair of 49,000 houses for Internally Displaced Persons (IDPs) in Northern and Eastern 

Provinces and for Indian Origin Tamils (IOTs) in Sri Lanka under grant assistance from the Government of 

India.  

             The Project will be under full grant assistance of the Government of India with a total outlay of INR 

13.19 billion (approx. US $ 260 million or SLR 29.4 billion). The Project will primarily be implemented under 

the owner-driven model wherein the beneficiaries will undertake the reconstruction of their houses with nec-

essary technical assistance and support provided to them.  

              Funds will be released directly by the High Commission of India into their bank accounts based on 

certification of progress of work. It may be mentioned that preferences of beneficiaries on the ground as 

well as the project objectives of contributing to livelihood activities require following an owner-driven ap-

proach where the beneficiary is closely involved with and participates in the process of construction. 

 

The Project will include three components: 

 Reconstruction of 38,000 houses under the owner-driven model for IDPs; 

 Repairs of 5,000 houses under the owner-driven model for IDPs; and 

 Construction of 6,000 houses by agencies for vulnerable sections of IDPs in the Northern and Eastern 

provinces and for IOTs in the Central and Uva Provinces.

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Spotlight Continues: Oil & Gas 
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               With an interesting mix of private and government com-
panies, the industry is scaling new heights in domestic and inter-
national markets. With a strong resource position, India ranks sec-
ond (behind Australia and ahead of Vietnam), in BMI‘s upstream 
Business Environment ratings while the country shares first place 
with China in BMI‘s downstream Business Environment ratings. 
The recently released BMI forecasts state that India will account 
for 12.4 per cent of Asia Pacific regional oil demand by 2015, 
while satisfying 11.2 per cent of the supply. 

 

              Due to increasing refining capacities, India is set to be a 
top exporter of petro-products in Asia, surpassing South Korea. 

India‘s exports of refined products stood at 0.95 million barrels per day (b/d) as of June 2011 and US$ 4.6 
billion worth of petroleum products were exported during July 2011.  

 

Oil & Gas- Market Dynamics 

 

Production and Consumption 

             According to the provisional production data released by the Ministry 
of Petroleum and Natural Gas, dated August 2011, 

 Crude Oil production for April-July 2011 was 12.858 million metric tonne 

(MMT), as compared to the 11.985 MMT in April-July 2010.  

 Natural Gas production during April-July 2011 was 16356.3 million cubic 

metres (MCM).  

 During April-July 2011, 57.01 MMT of crude oil was refined, compared to 

54.33 MMT refined during corresponding period in 2010.  

 

             State oil firm Oil & Natural Gas Corporation (ONGC) has the onus to maximise domestic oil produc-
tion, which in 2010 stood at 909,000 b/d of estimated average. Due to incredible efforts made by ONGC and 
UK-based Cairn Energy, BMI predicts oil production at around 1.2 million b/d by 2013 in its report for the 
third quarter of (Q3) 2011. Oil consumption in India is projected to enhance by 4-5 per cent per annum to 
2015, indicating a demand of 4.01 million b/d by 2015. 

 

Diesel & Petrol 

 

             International Energy Agency (IEA) forecasts an increment of 3.8 per 
cent in India‘s fuel demand led by diesel and petrol (gasoline). Diesel satisfies 
about 40 per cent of fuel consumption in India. Its demand is expected to in-
crease to 1.37 million b/d in 2011 rising by 5.8 per cent and further to 1.44 mil-
lion b/d in 2012, increasing by 5.5 per cent. Demand for petrol is expected to 
expand by 7.6 per cent (363,000 b/d) in 2011 and eventually by 6.7 per cent 
(388,000 b/d) in 2012. For FY12, the ministry of petroleum anticipates a growth 
of 4.6 per cent in the sale of oil products.

              Global consultancy firm McKinsey anticipates that natural gas demand in India is expected to in-
crease from current 166 million standard cubic meters per day to 320 million standard cubic meters per day 
by 2015.  

 

             Moreover, BMI‘s report for Q3 2011 states that India‘s share (in the Asian pacific region) of gas con-
sumption in 2010 was an estimated 10.9 per cent, while its share of production is estimated at 11.1 per cent. 
BMI expects that the country‘s share of gas consumption would reach to 11.7 per cent by 2015 while that of 
supply would stand at 13.1 per cent. Gas consumption is expected to increase from an estimated 55 billion 
cubic metres (BCM) in 2010 to 76 BCM in 2015, while domestic production is anticipated to increase from 
around 45 BCM in 2010 to at least 73 BCM in 2015.  

 

Oil & Gas - Key Developments and Investments 

 

              Indian oil companies are present in around 
20 countries worldwide. According to the Petroleum 
Ministry, India's public sector enterprises have in-
vested around Rs 64,832 crore (US$ 14.5 billion) for 
acquiring oil and natural gas exploration and pro-
duction assets abroad. 

 

              In a deal entailing largest ever foreign di-
rect investment (FDI) in India, Reliance Industries 
Limited has sold 30 per cent stake in its 21 oil & gas 
blocks, including the showcase Andhra offshore gas 
field, to BP (formerly British Petroleum) for over US$ 
7 billion. State run Navratna explorer Oil India is 
planning over expansion and diversification and is 
also contemplating to enter city gas distribution. The 
company has set aside about 52 per cent of surplus 
funds for exploration activities in future.  

 

              Oil India Ltd (OIL) along with its partner GeoGlobal Resources from Barbados has decided to drill 3 
wells in financial year 2012-13 as a part of its commitment to drill 12 wells in the east coastline of the 549 sq 
km Krishna Godavari block on the eastern coast of India. GeoGlobal holds 10 per cent stake in the block. 

 

               In order to solidify its position in southern India, GAIL India has entered joint venture (JV) agree-
ments with the state entities of Kerala and Karnataka.  

 

               Its agreement signed with Kerala State Industrial Development Corp (KSIDC) states that GAIL 
would be providing compressed natural gas (CNG) to automobiles and piped cooking gas to households, 
commercial establishments and industries in Kerela. GAIL Gas Ltd would hold 26 per cent stake while 
KSIDC will be holding 24 percent. The remaining 50 per cent shares will be kept reserved for strategic part-
ners, financial institutions (Indian or international) and non-Government companies.

Oil & Gas - Government Initiatives 

 

 New Exploration Licensing Policy (NELP), implemented by government, permits 100 per cent FDI for 

small and medium sized oil fields via competitive bidding.  

 Public-private partnerships as well as only private investments can foray into the refining sector. In 

case of an Indian private company, 100 per cent FDI is allowed.  

 100 per cent FDI is allowed for petroleum products and pipeline sector as well as natural gas/LNG 

pipeline, for infrastructure related to marketing of petroleum products, market study of formulation 
and investment financing.  

 Minimum 26 per cent equity is covered over five years, in case of trading and marketing.  

 S Jaipal Reddy, Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas has asserted in a recent meeting that the 

government is determined to protect the interest of common man while providing quality petroleum 
products at reasonable prices. He indicated that with a view to reduce burden on consumers as well 
as oil marketing companies (OMCs), the government has eradicated the Customs Duty on Crude Oil 
and trimmed Customs Duty on petroleum products by 5 per cent. Excise Duty on diesel was also re-
duced by Rs 2.60 (US$ 0.056) per litre.  

 

Oil & Gas - Road Ahead 

 

              India will be adding refining capacity of close to 800,000 
b/d till 2013.  

 

              The boost in refining capacity will be initiated by BPCL 
and its partner with a 120,000 b/d refinery coming up at Bina in 
Madhya Pradesh. Later in 2011, HPCL and Mittal will commission 
an 180,000 b/d plant at Bathinda in Punjab.  

 

              Essar Oil will be expanding its capacity of Vadinar refin-
ery from 300,000 b/d to 375,000 b/d in 2012, while Nagarjuna Oil 
and Indian Oil will be adding capacities of 120,000 b/d and 
300,000 b/d, respectively, by 2012-13.

            Bilateral trade turnover amounted to about US$ 4.46 billion during the period January-November 

2011. During this period Sri Lanka's exports to India were about US$ 481.85 million; and imports from India 

were about US$ 3.97 billion. During November, Sri Lanka's imports from India amounted to US$ 303.84 mil-

lion; and exports to India aggregated US$ 37.93 million.

Tourist Arrivals from India to Sri Lanka  

             The number of tourist arrivals in first twelve months of 2011 is 855,975. This is 31% increase com-
pared to the same period last year. The number of tourist arrivals from India to Sri Lanka between January to 
December 2011 is 171,374 which is approximately 20% of the total tourist arrival into Sri Lanka. In corre-
sponding period last year 126,882 tourists form India visited Sri Lanka, which amounts to an increase of

Cabinet approves 51 per cent FDI in multi-brand retail 
 

               The Cabinet finally paved way for the entry of global 
retail majors like Wal-Mart, Tesco and Carrefour to open inde-
pendent multi-brand retail outlets in India. The Cabinet has per-
mitted foreign direct investment (FDI) of up to 51 per cent in multi
-brand retail. Simultaneously, the Cabinet also gave the nod for 
raising the FDI limit in single-brand retail ventures to 100 per 
cent.  
 
               The policy will allow multi-brand foreign retailers to 
open outlets only in cities which have a population of more than 
1,000,000 as per the 2011 Census. At present, there are 55 such 
cities which would help big retail chains to move beyond the met-
ros to smaller cities.  
 
              The clearance comes with several conditions attached 

to it. Foreign investors will be required to invest up 50 per cent of total FDI in back-end infrastructure. Such 
infrastructure will include capital expenditure on all activities, excluding that on front-end units. Expenditure 
on land cost and rentals will not be counted for purpose of back-end infrastructure.  
 
              Moreover, retailers will need to source at least 30 per cent of manufactured/processed products from 
small industries. However, there will not be any obligation on the part of retailers to source agricultural pro-
duce such as fruits and vegetables.  
 
              The Government of India has also retained the first right on sourcing agricultural produce. It makes 
30 per cent sourcing from small and medium enterprises mandatory, as soon as the FDI limit exceeds 51 per 
cent. Opening up of FDI in multi-brand retail trade and further liberalisation of single-brand retail trade, as per 
the Government, will facilitate greater FDI inflows besides additional and quality employment.  
  
 

Monthly Economic Report  
 
               The overall growth of GDP at factor cost at constant prices, as per Revised Estimates, was 8.5 per 
cent in 2010-11 representing an increase from the revised growth of 8.0 per cent during 2009-10. Broad 
money (M3) (up to December 2, 2011)in the current year increased by 8.8 per cent as compared to 8.5 per 
cent during the corresponding period of the last year. The year-on-year growth, as on December 2, 2011 was 
16.3 per cent as compared to 15.7 per cent last year.  
 
               Exports, in US dollar terms increased by 10.8 per cent and imports increased by 21.7 per cent, dur-
ing October 2011 over October 2010. Foreign Currency Assets stood at US$ 273.2 billion at end November, 
2011 as compared to US$ 263.5 billion at end November, 2010. Gross tax revenue is at 46 per cent of BE 
and have increased by 13 per cent in comparison to the corresponding period in the previous year; with cus-
tom duties, service tax and taxes on income being the main contributors to the growth of tax revenue.
